EVALUATION

The doctoral thesis submitted by the candidate, Svetlana Vladislavovna Maljceva,
discusses sacral architecture of Morava Serbia, that is of the last period of the Serbian
medieval sovereign state. This is one of the most interesting and, at the same time,
certainly insufficiently studied period of Serbian medieval art. Therefore, this dissertation
submitted by the above mentioned candidate represents a valuable contribution to new

knowledge and further investigation of the subject.

The text of the doctoral dissertation of the candidate, Svetlana Vladislavovna Maljceva, is
organized in five chapters. Following the Introduction and the clearly presented of results
of existing Historiography, the candidate presents the main subject and results of her
research in the following three chapters. The first, dedicated to Byzantine architecture
and its specific traits which appear in Serbian architecture of the second half of the XIV
and the first half of the XV centuries (2.1.), offers the broad picture of development of
Serbian sacral architecture from the beginning of the classical period of Serbian medieval
history, i.e. form the rise to power of the grand zhupan Stefan Nemanja and his heirs.
Because the churches of this period differ significantly from those which stand at the core

of the candidate's research, their discussion could have been more abridged, although the



structure and quality of the text is by no means deteriorated by its extent. This
presentation finds its logical continuation in chapter head 2.2 discussing the "Serbian-
Byzantine" school of architecture and its role in the formation of the discourse of
architecture of Morava Serbia. Clearly presented, often putting forth interesting ideas
which inspire further detailed analyses of individual issues at hand as well as of the
general question of late medieval Serbian architecture, the said chapter head is a prologue
of a sort to the central part of the thesis, "Architecture of the Morava school" (2.3.) This
part of the thesis text contains a chronological survey of the historical, social and other
event of relevance to the formation of an architectural expression at once traditional and
novel, beginning with the age of prince Lazar Hrebeljanovi¢ up to the structures raised by
his son, despot Stefan Lazarevi¢. To so-called "Provincial structures" are the subject of a
special head of the chapter, with an explanation that is certainly deserving of further
research. Based on thorough analysis and the particularly underlined characteristics of
three groups of monuments, the candidate, Svetlana Vladislavovna Maljceva, concluded
that the sources of the specific architectural idiom from the time of the last Serbian
medieval rulers should, without doubt, be sought in earlier Serbian architectural practice.
Finally, certainly useful is the last chapter in which the churches of Morava Serbia are
analyzed and classified according to typological category, origins and function, with

particular emphasis on the their relation with triconch churches on Mount Athos.

The text of the doctoral dissertation of the candidate, Svetlana Vladislavovna Maljceva, is
methodologically consistent and shows a broad knowledge of Serbian and international
historiography as well as in depth knowledge of particular traits of Morava churches. It is
a scientifically grounded text which contributes to our better knowledge of the various
currents of "national" i.e. regional architectural idioms of late medieval Eastern Christian
art. The candidate has presented a series of existing assessments which have, justly, been
subjected to critical re-evaluation and offered possible directions of their consideration as
part of the as yet insufficiently investigated and published concepts underlying the visual

material. The question of terminology employed in this dissertation should certainly be



re-considered before any eventual publication of the dissertation text. It is either adopted
from earlier scholarly work or from authors whose work has been assessed as lacking in
sufficient argumentation. On the whole, however, this note does not by any means detract
from the overall contribution and character of the dissertation text. Having in mind all the
above stated, we take the liberty to recommend to the esteemed members of the academic
board for the defense of the doctoral thesis of the candidate, Svetlana Vladislavovna
Maljceva, APXUTEKTYPA CEPBUMM BTOPOH IIOJIOBMHBI XIV — IEPBOM
[TOJIOBHUHEI XV BEKA. MOPABCKAS LIKOJIA, that this thesis be accepted for oral

defense.
